Richard was born in Glasgow, Scotland in 1942.  
At the age of 11, he and his mother moved to Toronto.  
Not much else is known about Richard’s early life.

When Dixon Hall took over operation of the Schoolhouse 

shelter in 2000, Richard was already a long-time resident.

Through Dixon Hall, Richard found work as a cleaner at the 

St. Lawrence shelter and was accepted as one of the first 

tenants of 30 St. Lawrence, a supportive housing building 

which would be his home until he passed away, just three 

days shy of his 74th birthday.

Richard was repeatedly offered independent housing over 

the years; yet despite his private nature, he steadfastly 

maintained his commitment to his chosen community, 

where he could be close to his Dixon Hall family and friends.

His unwavering affection for his community is a testament 

to the good work that takes places every day in our Housing 

Services department – work and support that frequently 

spans many years. 

Richard is only one of many men and women who have 

aged within our programs.

As our community grows older every year, we’re working 

hard to connect the diverse programs and services  

we offer as a multi-service agency to ensure we have  

the supports in place so that those who rely on us can  

age with dignity. 

In early 2016, our Employment Services Centre moved  
into the newly-built Regent Park Community Centre at  
402 Shuter Street. We are now partnering with Toronto 
Employment and Social Services (TESS) to provide  
a wider range of employment services, including  
specialized training programs for youth.

Programs for youth like Kim and Brian, two enthusiastic  

teenagers who came to us through Youth Job Link  

looking for help with finding their first job.

Providing support from start to finish, our team worked 

with them to create their first resume and prepare for  

job interviews. Both were successful in securing a  

summer job through our Centreville Hiring Event,  

where they received their very first paycheque!

Over the past few months, our Seniors 
department has been working hard to 
streamline and centralize the intake 
and referral process for our members.

With a growing number of seniors  
in need of more than one service,  
Dixon Hall’s aim is to offer seniors and 
their caregivers easier access to all  
of our services, as well as a single  
point of contact where they can  
direct their questions.

Just a few months ago, Robert,  
a senior in our Adult Day Programs  
and his family expressed their  
gratitude for the personalized and 
knowledgeable expertise they  
received through our intake process.

Robert, a successful business man,  
had little time to socialize and as a 
result, didn’t have many close personal 
connections. When a rapid decline  
in his physical health forced Robert  
to retire, he quickly became  
extremely lonely.

Robert’s family reached out to our  
Seniors department and our referral 
team helped connect Robert to our 
Meals on Wheels program. He has also 
started attending our day programs. 

Now, instead of feeling  
lonely and isolated, Robert spends  
his days happily socializing with other 
seniors while also receiving healthy 
meals delivered by our friendly  
Meals on Wheels volunteers.
